Article 6 (1) litra e, Civil Aviation Act § 3-1, regulation on registration on aircraft § 7 specifies the criteria on which your application will
be processed.

Your personal data will be stored only as long as required for the purpose in which they were collected. Registered rights in an aircraft
may be deleted on request, but the data will be stored to keep track of historical rights in the aircraft. This is required in order to resolve
any potensial disputes regarding historical rights at a later stage. Therefore, your personal data cannot be deleted from the database
of the Norwegian Civil Aviation Register.

You have the right to access your personal data, and, if necessary, have them corrected. If you believe that your personal data is not
treated in accordance with the GDPR, you may appeal to the Norwegian Data Protection Authority.
